1. Place the display unit on a flat, level surface
with the display face downward and remove the
gasket from the display unit.

2. Align the Environment Cover with the display
unit so that the status LED of the display unit
can be seen through the opening on the
Environment Cover.

3. Hook a corner of the Environment Cover on
a front corner of the display unit.

NOTE: When attaching the Environment Cover
on the display unit, do not pull or bend the
Environment Cover with excessive force. The
rubber portion may tear or the sheet may peel
off.

4. Starting with the corner of the Environment
Cover hooked over one corner of the display
unit, fit the Environment Cover into the display
unit’s installation groove.
